When Rodney Palmer and Lea Robbins of the
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation had an audience
with Baba Virsa Singh in late July, Babaji saidhiem:

When we fight with each other, we are acting caytra
to God's message. When we oppose God's message,
happiness, love, and feelings of service deparhfus.

A person may simply devote his life to increasiisg h
own pleasure. Or he may devote his thought andggner
either to making people strong, or to destroyinggide. On
the one hand, individuals are trying to save pedyle
building hospitals, doing research into life-savimgthods,
producing medicines. On the other hand, individuzas
putting energy and money into weaponry researdb, in
producing more deadly weapons. When these are psegle
will be destroyed and medicine will not help. Thead
difficulty in the world today is that we are unalbbedecide
whether we should spend for saving people or fetrdging
people.

Scientists have a great role in both efforts, fayt carry
out research in both saving and killing. Today thiran
ocean of progress on both fronts. The world's ertteink is
being spent upon them. As broadcasters, you shpmsd the
question: Will we benefit more from developing ameats
or from saving lives?

We should make just one decision: to stress piiatgct
people, increasing their knowledge, their innerdeis, their
inner love. We should not use our brains for thinggch
will harm people, will harm the trees, will pollutiee air,
will harm the animals. If we make this decision caluntries
will become wealthy, there will be no dearth anysehe

Everyone is nervous and frightened today. When they
think of how many weapons have been producedwtbay
that these might be used. After that, they woVkhéere will
the cities go? Where will we go?' Death is handiegvy
over people's heads, and they are afraid.

It is the brains of individuals which bring peace,
factories, comforts, and pleasure — but humansatsm



destroy everything. Wherever there is disturbarmat a
conflict, it is brought by human beings.

Today the love in every heart is greatly diminishBus
inner love is the most powerful thing which will kesp
united, will teach us love for each other, will teachgood
manners and sweet speech. This inner love is deéngeas
because each person has moved outside of hisrbirtkis
principles. He has mounted a horse upon which he doé
think, and it is carrying him away as he unwittinghges it
to a speed of which he is unaware. He does not know wha
will happen to his lineage, his city, his countrynéty
percent of people have lost their love, and thepatdknow.

When a person crosses this limit, it is very pdifdu
him to return. He has formed a habit, a bad habit.get rid
of that habit, he needs God's mercy and blessivypen he
returns to his proper place, he recognizes, 'Appiaess was
here. | was just sitting somewhere else uselessly.'

Two things have shifted which are affecting people. |
our religious institutions, many practices haveezatl which
are not permitted by true religion. Similarly, maimngs
have entered into our justice system which law aiéior
actually do not permit. There is a direct link beténghese
two. To maintain law and order is the duty of religi®hen
there is true religion (dharam) within a person, the&vill be
compassion. He will not be corrupt, will not deprotbers of
their rights, will not hurt others' feelings. Butdharam
departs, these virtues will depart.

It is good to copy a good person. But these dagplpe
are imitating those who have failed. They say, 'Lwbkt a
big house he has built." But he does not beliewtharam; he
is a corrupt thief. Why then are you praising hiRraise
those who have done good and have therefore pragie$s
speak thus affects children and society as a wisalg.'He is
very honest and thus his fortune is good. If a @eis bad he
will become a prisoner and great blame will be plaogedn
him.' Then those who hear will feel, 'l do not warivésome
a prisoner.'

Always be aware that goodness will never be in the
majority; its power will forever lie in quality. Isiso
powerful that it will shake the entire majority. Tipiswer
lies in the mind. If a person's thoughts are stromgat does
he care for evil'? It may be there, but he will keepving
ahead in truthfulness.

They say that the environment is being pollutetbkic
chemicals in the air.

If it is a lovingtight, it
will produce waves of love. At present people's thtaigre
very poisonous; they are not under control. Indiastr
pollution is much less harmful than the pollutiorated by
peoples' thoughts.

Wherever there is conflict between countries, in
societies, in offices, in households, it is a dohéif thoughts.
The principle of religion is that whenever you magtone,

you should meet with such love that the person wiitinue
to remember: 'What a good person | met. We spoke so
sweetly, and he has brought me so much love.'tdads
there was anger in an encounter, think of this: Mise of
our own making. God does not say, '‘Become misetalike!
make ourselves miserable.

If your body is in good shape and your thoughts are
good, your whole being is well off. If your thoughits good,
you can progress well; whenever you like. Make your
thoughts high and they will fly well. If your thinkiis
damaged from inside, nothing will avail."

To make peopl
decent human beings. By dharmic training, peopt®be
proper masters of other forms of life and an examplother
human beings.

These thoughts do not oiccan
ordinary person. He says, 'How could that possilsggen?'
The Messiah says, 'All things are possible.'

There is another quality which distinguishes prophet
from ordinary people: They gladly take on the peshs$ of
others. Wéecome annoyed if we have to take on even a little
of another's problems.

Therefore, it is not only we humans who are
worshipping the One whom we call God, and those whom we
call Messiah or Prophet. Their deeds are so grhat the air
and trees and water are worshipping them and the mptasi
kissing them, although we cannot see it. Their aetitheir
love, and their faith are so great that the enti;smos is
bowing to them.
